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How to operate with the remote control

The VOLUME + button enables to increase the volume in 9 levels, the - button enables to decrease the volume in 9 levels (+10 dB per
level), and the ATT button instant volume reduction.

The ATT light is lit red when the attenuate function is activated.

Pressing the ATT button or +/- buttons while the ATT light is lit cancels the attenuate function and turns
the light off.

Blinks warm yellow each time the - button is pressed.
Remains lit warm yellow when the volume level is lower than the setting on the amplifier.
Blinks twice if the button is pressed when the operating range lower limit is reached.

When only this light is lit and the +/- lights are not it, it signifies that the volume is at the level
setting on the amplifier unit.

If it is very dirty, use a soft cloth
moistened with neutral detergent watered down to 1/5-1/6 concentration and wipe off the dirt, then wipe dry with a dry cloth.
If alcohol, thinner, petroleum ether or insecticide adhere to the front panel it may be damaged, so use caution. Whenever using
pre-moistened wipe, be sure to completely read the warning instructions that come with the wipe.

This product uses natural wood for its base chassis and insulator. Do not place it in direct sunlight or near a heater. The front
panel may become discolored, and the product may be warped due to the natural wood contracting.
